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Wet ‘n’ Wild Phoenix 
Fact Sheet
Overview

Set on 35 acres in North Phoenix the Adobe Dam Regional Park on Pinnacle Peak Road, near I-17, the Wet ‘n’ Wild water park is the newest and largest theme park in Arizona and features two world firsts - the dueling Master Blaster H2O Coaster, Maximum Velocity, and the all-new high-speed spiral, Constrictor.  With more than 30 exhilarating slides and attractions, the $30 million park is ideal for families and thrill seekers alike. 
While adrenaline addicts can enjoy slides such as Tornado, which catapults riders 45 feet in the air into a splash down pool, the park also features tamer attractions such as the relaxing Cactus Cooler, a winding lazy river; Boogie Board Beach, an interactive children’s area filled with fountains, mini-slides and a dumping bucket; and Monsoon Bay, a 700,000-gallon wave pool. 
The park is owned by international entertainment company, Village Roadshow Limited (www.villageroadshow.com.au), operated as a concessionaire of the Maricopa County Parks and Recreation Department and is modeled after the company’s flagship property, Wet ‘n’ Wild Water World on the Gold Coast in Australia. Wet ‘n’ Wild Phoenix is scheduled to operate select dates March through September.

Wet ‘n’ Wild Phoenix is located in North Phoenix at the Adobe Dam Recreational area on the border of Phoenix and Glendale, just west of I-17 on Pinnacle Peak Road.

Rides & Attractions 
Visitors can find the perfect slides and attractions to create their ultimate water park experience based on Wet ‘n’ Wild’s unique Thrill-o-meter rating and the heart-pumping excitement each number represents.  The rating ranges from a one, which represents the tamer activities, to a five, which signifies the most extreme experiences. All rides and attractions have height and other safety requirements. · Constrictor – This monster-sized raft ride includes high-speed tubes and corkscrews that will have riders splashing, sliding and swirling before rocketing out at the bottom of the slide. Another first of its kind in the world, the Constrictor propels multi-person rafts through the thrilling corkscrews and ends with a startling drenching splashdown.
· The action-packed waterslide features the tightest turns in the industry as riders coast along at a heart-pumping 18 mph.
Thrill-o-meter: 5
· Maximum Velocity – Dueling H2O Coaster accelerates into a new area for water slides and is perfect for the ultimate thrill seeker. The first and only ride of its kind in the world, this unique coaster allows guests to race in tandem tubes down two side-by-side slide tracks.

· The gravity-defying water coasters blast riders uphill on jetted water and over 830 feet of hair raising drops and breathtaking curves.
Thrill-o-meter: 5
· Boogie Board Beach – This multi-level complex weaves colorful, interactive elements throughout five fun zones, nine slides and more.  The focal point of the attraction is a giant tipping bucket at the top of the structure that frequently spills 300 gallons of water onto eagerly waiting guests below.
· With over 10,500 square feet of aquatic adventure this playground is full of fun and fantasy. Thrill-o-meter: 1
· Monsoon Bay – Hit the surf at the massive Monsoon Bay wave pool. Ride four-foot high swells in a tube, or body surf for the ultimate ocean experience.  For a more relaxing venture, Monsoon Bay is also the perfect lounge location with its gently rolling waves in the shallow end. The bay is home to Dive ‘n’ Movie events Friday evenings throughout the summer.

· Tubers can ride the swells or chill out on smaller waves. 
Thrill-o-meter: 2
· Phoenix Flyers – Gives guests the opportunity to create a true family fun experience with a choice of three slides with multiple twists, turns and drops down a four-story tower.  Guests can choose to brave the fully enclosed slides on their own or grab a friend for a tandem ride down to the awaiting splash pool.
· The flyers soar from 39 feet down the twists and turns, careening riders through new altitudes of excitement.
Thrill-o-meter: 3
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· Desert Racers – The next generation of racing slides.  From four stories high, the Desert Racers takes guests head-first on a racing mat into an enclosed tube, and then loops them into a six-lane downhill speedway.  Riders can accept the challenge to determine who is the fastest as they race their family and friends side-by-side on this exhilarating voyage. 
· This 240 foot raceway launches riders from 44 feet high and down the slides at speeds of more than 20 feet-per-second.
Thrill-o-meter: 4
· Tornado – That ultimate natural storm is now the ultimate extreme water experience. Guests begin their journey being catapulted from 45 feet in the air through a 160 foot tunnel before plummeting into the eye of the storm.  Here guests will spin around the Tornado’s funnel in a two or four person clover-leaf tube splashing back and forth through the menacing, swirling water before being released into the calm shallows below.

· No need to chase the storm as this enormous thrill slide grabs adrenaline addicts for an extreme experience they won’t soon forget.
Thrill-o-meter: 5
· Cactus Cooler – Ideal for all ages, the Cactus Cooler is the perfect place to lie back on your tube and unwind as you make your way through the ongoing flow of watery relaxation. Watch out for the occasional rushing rapid that add s a little cool delight during your river experience. 

· A leisurely 1,200 foot lap around the endless river still holds enough surprises to keep riders awake and refreshed.
Thrill-o-meter: 1
· Serpentine Complex – Two coiling slides, plus one super bowl, equals tons of excitement for riders as they twist and turn through this complex of watery fun. The drops, dips and twists of the more than 320-foot serpentine slides aren’t for the faint of heart on this adrenaline-pumping ride, and the incredible bowl won’t relinquish riders until their pulses are racing.l.

· Riders can plummet through the snake-like tubes and fight the centrifugal forces of the super bowl which pulls riders around and around before abruptly releasing into the exit tube for splash down!
 Thrill-o-meter: 3
· Raging River – The best family white water rafting experience!  Guests take a family raft winding down over 600 feet of the Raging River’s canyon walls, around sharp turns, and over steep drops giving your group tons of wall time. 
· With descents of more than 40 feet, riders will love the rush that white water rafting brings. Perfect for an exciting family adventure.
Thrill-o-meter: 4
· Mammoth Falls – A category five river rapid experience!  All the fun of the white water rafting with an unexpected trip over Mammoth Falls.  The falls drops guests 57 feet before the raft goes vertical, shooting up a wall, then falling back to experience weightlessness before arriving safely to the calm waters below.
· Take rafting to the next level with this dramatic journey of white water thrills. 
Thrill-o-meter: 5
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· Soak ‘em Playground - An interactive children’s spray ground perfect for the youngest guests and filled with interactive water activities! Kids can dodge a whimsical pelican that shoots water out of its mouth and dance in and out of a mushroom water shower cascading in the middle of the splash ground. Fanciful flowers spraying water from every angle will also enchant visitors. 
· Watch your little ones giggle with delight as they explore the refreshing sprinklers, spouts and splash attractions.

· Dippin Dots® Kiosk:  A worldwide theme park favorite, Dippin Dots is the next generation in ice cream treats. Wet ‘n’ Wild serves a variety of fun, fruity and enticing flavors that are truly a treat for visitors of all ages. 
· Kettle Corn & Fresh Squeezed Lemonade: New for 2011, Wet ‘n’ Wild Phoenix introduces freshly made kettle corn and lemonade. Guests can watch as lemons are squeezed into the freshest lemonade and kettle corn is popped throughout the day.
· Rattler’s Smoke House: Let your nose guide you to Rattler’s Smoke House where guests can purchase a range of food items fresh off our barbecue. Guests can enjoy pulled pork or chicken sandwiches with a variety of sides or one of our guest’s favorites, Macho Nachos a built-to-order nacho dish that is sure to satisfy a worked up appetite.
